Skeletons, ghouls, and zombies
roam free in dungeons, forests
and open terrain. Althaugh they
are formidable opponents in battle,
there is a hasic fueakness in their

essence. Qhese servants of ewil
are westiges of former living
beings nofu inhabited by an ewil
force.

Jf thou should encounter
undead creatures, raise thy ankh
of @Truth before them. Jf thou dost
stand strong in the spirit of Good,
enil shall be dispelled from their
beings and only their rofting
corpses shall remain.
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(®ften the chest fwhich thou
shalt find along thy journeys fwill
contain a trap, the intent of fwhich
iz to damage thee and thy party.
Since thou dost have the innate
ahility to knofu the true nature of
evil, thou can overcome this
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% difficulty.

@o open a chest with no risk
of injury to thyself or thy party,
pour a fefu drops of holy fwater into
the lock and invoke the aid of the
®ne foho is all Truth by raising the

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open freely and allofu thee to grasp
its inner treasures.
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@hy pofuers for healing fuill be
often needed. The healing of minor

foounds can be accomplished fwith
this simple supplication. Through
the channel fuhich thy selfless
devotion creates in thee, Truth and
forces of Bood can act directly in
this fuorld.

Merely lay thy hands upon the
one fuho is to be healed, and his
foounds fill be mended heneath thy
touch. JIn the beginning thine
ability fwill be limited, but fuith
thine other pufuers, thy capacity to
act as a healer fill grofu and be
strengthened by experience.

@This is the most difficult of
the spiritual movements. @The
planar motion allofoed here must
begin fuithin a dungeon chamber.

ik Rec differs from the ttwo
previous supplications in the
follofing foay: Instead of the
earth allofuing thy physical formto
pass, nofu thy form itself shall
become translucent. As thou dost
fude in one location thou shalt
slofuly appear in another.

@o initiate this motion, speak
the name of this invocation whilst
circling thy staff above thy head.
As thou stoppeth the spinning
staff so @ilt thy journey stop.




H. ALCORT

Alcort is a specialized form
of healing. Foison is a horror all
beings fear for fwith it comes
almost certain death. ®Only with
the assistance of the divine pofuer
can thou halt the ravages of this
great ewil.

With thy touch, the poison
coursing in the veins of thy
companion shall be transformed
into a life-giving fluid fwhich
soothes the hody and brings peace
unto the soul.

@hou can rest confident that
thou hast delivered one from the
grasp of poison. This pofuer has
been promised by the ®One fwhose
covenant has never heen broken.




1. SEQUITU

@crasionally during journeys
unto the lofuer depths of the
subterranean, thy party may run
into great trouble. This could be
the death or near death of a party
member, starvation besieging thy
entire party, or becoming lost fith
little hope of finding thy fway.

@his supplication is the
beseechment of the greater Truth to
aid the fweary traveler in escaping
his rocky tomb. Jf thou raiseth
thy holy ankh into the air and
cryeth out the name of this
invocation, thee and thy
companions shall rise forth from
the depths, guided by the divine
@ruth unto the Bosarian surface.
